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Disputed personality of his age, Alexandru Macedonski took the mask of the opponent, dominated by a 

permanent crisis of change. The vice for ”new” characterized his attitude not only related to the society, but 

also in relation with himself; he tried several times ”to reinvent Macedonski”. This revolt in romantic spirit, 

raised from the rules negation, made the poet to see behind the romanticism rules. 

This paper wants to prove how some poems from ”Poema rondelurilor” reflect his permanent desire 

of the aesthetic reinvention and a creative instability. 
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
