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The work BICULTURAL TENDENCIES IN DIMITRIE CANTEMIR'S WRITINGS captures the dual character —
Oriental and Occidental — of Dimitrie Cantemir which is strongly reflected in his books both ideologically
and culturally as well as on a stylistic and syntactical level. The critical, complex and objective research that
the author of the Hyerogliphical History made through the Occidental sources (antique, classical or even
more recent European ones or contemporary with the author)or by means of Oriental sources has developed
a dual vision which includes elements typical of the two cultural areas and in common with them that lead
to a unitary humanistic view. The coexistence of different cultural influences in both Cantemir’s various
writings and within a single work reflects a huge erudition and a remarkable visionary balance.
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
