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Abstract: The present paper is intended as an exploration of poet Emil Brumaru’s lyrical universe 

that contains, according to Nicolae Manolescu, a poetry of “the hypnotized, aromatized senses”. Culinary 

language, widely present in the poems of the Dolhasca poet, stimulates interest especially because not only 

does it describe physiological sensations, but it also develops a profound spiritual dimension. Furthermore, in 

Brumaru’s poems, gastronomy takes a large space in the economy of the text. The poet tries to build an 

idyllic universe by the recreation of the lost paradise and the access key to this fabulous topos is the return to 

childhood. The reinstatement of the original essence, of infant sensitivity is produced by the retreat into 

spaces that turn symbolic (kitchens, pantries, sideboards) and by the appeal to aromas and spices that build 

bridges to the inaccessible childhood universe and the time leap, even if temporary, happens through the 

teasing of the senses. 
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
